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The Roger Albert Clark Rally , organised by De
Lacy Motor Club, and taking it's name from the
rallying legend , Roger Clark, the first ever
Englishman to win a World Rally Championship
event on the 1976 RAC Rally, is now firmly
established in the National Motorsport Calendar.

In 2006 the site had 186,487 visitors of which
56,220 were unique visitors. By comparison, in
2007 those figures had risen to 272,925 of which
76,656 were new visitors. These figures have
continued to rise and in 2008 the figures were
331,007 and 106,855 unique visitors. This
phenomenal year on year trend in increasing
numbers illustrates the possibility of access to a
wide audience and potential customer base.
